The FuelLog TM is an independent fuel dispenser mounted control system that effectively tracks fuel dispatching, mileage and fuel consumption. The FuelLogTM system uses a special Touch Button and RF_ID (Radio Frequency Identification) tag, which prevent unauthorized users and vehicles from refueling; it records operator ID and all pump activities.) Fueling transaction information is automatically transferred via Wireless RF Modem to a database within 150m radius of the fuelling facility.
The FuelLogTM system is an ideal tool for operators of private fuel dumps because it totally eliminates leakages associated with fuel theft, unauthorized dispensing of fuel and monitors the consumption of all vehicles under the scheme. The system eliminates the need for manual fuel journal and the arduous task of compiling fuel reports. MODE OF OPERATION
The FuelLogTM Control Unit is mounted on a dispensing pump while all designated vehicles are fitted with an RF-ID Tag around the neck of the tank to prevent fuel dispensing into cans and other media. Fuel attendants and drivers are also issued identification memory button (Touch Button) to authorize each transaction.










A PC is installed with a Wireless RF Modem and configured with the FuelLogTM database to keep history of all transactions and produce different customized fueling reports b
Either by vehicle, department, user, account, pumps, etc.
FuelLogTM installation ensures that pump is always deactivated until all level of pre-configured authorizations is satisfied.
Mode of operandi is as follows:
1. A vehicle fitted with RF-ID Tag drives into the fuel dump, the attendant places fuel nozzle (equipped the Tag Reader) into the tank inlet. FuelLogTM unit recognizes the vehicle and prompts for vehicle odometer  (to compute fuel consumption rate) and attendant authorization (if not in self- service mode) 
2. After the input, fueling then starts (only into designation vehicle). Any attempt to divert the nozzle shuts down the FuelLogTM .
3. After fueling, nozzle is replaced on the cradle and a transaction receipt is printed. Duplicates can be printed on request.
4. Fueling transaction is automatically transmitted to a remote computer either by RF signals or GSM/GPRS network and the unit deactivates into a standby mode.
On the remote computer, customized transaction reports can be printed for the management on request.  

In every fueling transaction, the fuel pump nozzle reader verifies the ID of vehicle and electronically logs.
1. Date 
2. Time.
3. Vehicle ID.
4. Vehicle odometer reading.
5. Pump Attendant ID.
6. Quantity of fuel dispensed (0.1 Liter resolution)
